And You are the
First and the Last! The Apparent! The Hidden! To You belong the most Beautiful
Names. O’ Lord! I ask You for the sake of these Names and for the sake of all
Your Names to bestow Your Blessings upon Muhammad and his Progeny (MGB)!
O’ my God! Please grant us the good of this world, and the good of the Hereafter,
and make our end result in prosperity and martyrdom in Your Way. And show us
the blessedness and good omen of this month. O’ God! Please bless us with its
goodness, safeguard us from any evil, and let us be amongst the saved ones during
it. Protect us from the chastisement of the Fire by Your Mercy. O’ the Most
Compassionate, Most Merciful! You have power over all things.”
