
 

 

Chapter 7 On the Blessings of the Month of Rajab 

This chapter consists of several sections. 

Section 1 On Honoring the Month of Rajab, its Blessedness, 
Deeds of Worship and its Goods 

In this section, we present the necessity of exalting the month of Rajab from the 
viewpoint of the Intellect and its high rank and virtues. At the beginning of this 
volume of the book and after mentioning the list of its chapters, we mentioned 
that months are like phases and stations that man travels through towards death 
and its future stations. Thus, it is best for the worshipper to exalt it in every 
station according to the extent of the bestowed things which the Almighty God 
grants him from His Generosity.   

O’ the respected reader! Beware that after the passage of the month of 
Rabi’ ul-Awwal in which the birthday of our Master - God’s Prophet 
(MGB) happened and it has nobilities which were mentioned, there is 
no better month than the month of Rajab since it was in that month 
that the Almighty God sent His Prophet Muhammad (MGB) towards 
His Worshippers and helped the people with His Guidance. This 
month is highly honorable and this will be presented in some 
narrations about its blessings and goodness.  

Thus, face the customs of this month with your intellect and heart and 
confess to what your Lord has placed in it as gifts. Fill this month with 
the treasures of obedience of your Master and what you like to be 
pleased with when you meet Him. Do not try to stay in this world 
since for sure you know that you will migrate from it and you will not 
be blamed for not trying hard for it. Whatever you leave behind shall be 
taken away from you but you will be questioned about it. If you cannot give a 
proper answer, you will be in trouble. You will travel upon your deeds that you 
have sent ahead. You will move and land where you have sent your deeds. 
Thus, I warn you not to send ahead what might be a cause of regret, blame, 
sadness and illness. In that condition, will you be able to return your deeds to 
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this world and relive to correct your mistakes and do what would make you 
prosperous? No, you cannot. 

In this world you heard the regret of the regretfull people and they were the 
proofs of the Lord for you. Thus, may God have mercy upon you! Be cautious 
like those who observe caution to attain God’s Pleasure. Do not neglect the acts 
of worship and their secrets which result in man's entrance to Paradise. We will 
mention in what follows through the narrations.  Of course, in cases where we do 
not mention the documents of these narrations, it is because of the fact that in 
some ‘Musnad narrations which are quoted by trustworthy people it is stated that 
whoever hears about good deeds and acts upon them will attain the rewards 
mentioned in those narrations. Although we have already reported these 
narrations elsewhere in the book, we will include them here again for completion.

In fact, this is due to the unlimited and countless blessings of the Almighty God. 
When a person does something that is nowhere in the Holy Book and the 
Prophet (MGB) has not commanded us to do it, God give its reward to him.  
This not only does not endanger him, but it also becomes one of the means of 
his prosperity in this world and the Hereafter. 

Thus, how could this attribute which is one of the attributes of the 
prosperous and generous people not be one of the attributes of the 
Mercy and Generosity of God who is essencially Kind and Generous 
and His Blessings are endless. Doing good does not take away 
anything from Him, and not bestowing would not add anything to 
Him. The more He treats His inferiors with Kindness, the more it adds 
to His Kingdom and the Majesty of His Government.

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Some people took false documents to him and despite knowing that 
these documents were false, he gave them what was recorded in those 
documents. There are many such stories. However, we do not 
lengthen the text by mentioning them here. 

Our great religious laws include such great noble points. For example, 
the decree of the religious laws of Muhammad (MGB) is that at the 
time of battle when the Muslim army encounters the unbelievers, if a 
Muslim says something and and an unbeliever supposes that the 
Muslim has granted him safety with what he has said, then that 
unbeliever will be safe and what has been said would serve as a 
protective shield and favor for him. Also it has been written in 
narrations, "If any doubt exists, you should not impose any 
punishments."  
Thus, you should confess with certainty to attaining the reward of the act and to 
the right of Muhammad (MGB) – the master of all men.

Section 2 On the Nobility of the First Night of the Month of Rajab 

It was said before that narrations and the deeds of the Shiah agree on 
the point that the first night of the month of Rajab is one of the four 
nights to stay up and perform acts of worship and turn to God who is 
aware of all hidden things. One of the characterisitcs of this night is 
that when man comes out of the month of Muharram he has left the 
protection which the Almighty God has allocated to the sacred 
months. Thus, the especial protection has been taken away from him.  
Thus, when the first night of the month of Rajab arrives, he is again 
covered by Divine Protection that he had left. 

The difference between leaving the protection of the rulers and 
separating from the safety they provide when we fear their blaming or 
punishment and being honored with the high rank of experiencing 
Divine Reward is not hidden from the wise people !  

Thus, on the first night of the month of Rajab one must confess to this 
endless Favor of the Almighty God and firmly grab onto this 
stronghold. 

Given the fact that a requirement for these sacred months at the Age 
of Ignorance and after Islam was abandoning war and abstaining from 
doing unlawful things, then how could there be any war between man 
and and his Owner in any affair in these months? How could 
committing unlawful things in the relationship between people be 
considered to be bad and committing many times more unlawful acts 
between the worshipper and the One who holds authority over all of 
the affairs  not be bad? Thus you should be careful not to neglect God 
and violate the sanctity of these sacred times.

Section 3 Deeds for the First Night of the Month of Rajab 

I found the following in the books on supplications narrated on the authority of 
God’s Prophet (MGB): “O’ my God! Please let this month be a period of peace, 
faith, safety and total submission to Your Will for us. God the Honorable the 
Exalted is your Lord and mine.” 

It has been narrated  when he (MGB) saw the crescent moon for the month of 
Rajab  he said, “ O’ my God! Please bless us in the months of Rajab and 
Sha’ban and bring us to the month of Ramadhan, and assist us in fasting, and 
worshipping, careful in our speech, turning the eyes from the unlawful. Do not 
let our only share of it be hunger and thirst!” 

It is recommended to recite the Opening Chapter seven times at the time of 
seeing the crescent moon. God would protect anyone who recites it from 
soreness of the eyes during this month. 

It has been narrated that when he (MGB) saw the crescent moon, he (MGB) 
exalted God three times and then he (MGB) said “Praise be to God, Who 
changed the month by taking away the moon for the last month and bringing the 
moon for this month.”

“On the first night of Rajab say ten units of prayers two at a time. In each unit 
recite the Opening Chapter once, “Say: He is Allah, the One and Only”1one-
hundred times. Say the following seventy times, “O’ my God! Verily I ask You 
to forgive me for what I repented to You and then returned to. I ask You to 
forgive me for what I promised to You myself but did not honor. I ask 
You to forgive me for what I intended to do for Your Noble Face but 
it got mixed up with intention for others. I ask You to forgive my sins

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on which I insisted using Your Blessings and Your Cover! I ask You 
to forgive me for the sins by which I challenged You in front of Your 
creatures.

There is 
no God but God. He is Everlasting the Self-Subsisting! O’ Lord of Majesty, 
Bounty and Honor! Who forgives sin, accepts repentance! Forgiveness for one 
who has no benefits or losses for himself, nor can he control his own life, death 
and resurrection except for what God wills.”

Afterwards say the following: “Glory be to You for which You know and I do 
not know. Glory be to You for what Your Code of law brings and does not. 
Glory be to You for what Rights You have and none of Your Creatures honor. 
Glory be to You with glorifications that bring Your Pardon and Pleasure. Glory 
be to You with glorifications that You have not informed any of Your Creatures 
about. Glory be to You for Your Knowledge of all Your Creatures. I would 
have glorified You that way if You had taught me. O’ my God! Whatever You 
build does not get ruined! Whoever You enrich has no poverty. Whoever You 
secure has no fear. I am in front of You and You are aware of my needs. Then 
please fulfill them. O’ the Most Compassionate, Most Merciful! O’ my God! O’ 
He who raised up the heavens in the sky! O He who squeezed the earth onto the 
water! O’ He who grows greens with what cannot be seen! O’ my God! Please 
bestow Your Blessings on Muhammad and his Progeny (MGB). Please deal 
with me as You deem fit, not as I deserve. O’ the Most Compassionate, Most 
Merciful! O’ my God! I am Your worshipping servant, and the son of your 
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worshipping servant! You have full control over me. Your Decree is effective 
on me and Your Destination for me is just. I ask You by all Names that are 
Yours by which You call Yourself, or have revealed in Your Book, or taught 
any of Your creatures to let the Qur’an be the spring for my heart to relieve my 
sorrow, worries and grief. O’ my God! I have placed hopes in Your Mercy! O’ 
God! O’ Compassionate! O’ Merciful! O’ Lord of Majesty, Bounty and Honor! 
O’ my God! All voices submissive are low and hushed before You and the 
minds are bewildered in recognizing You. All things are restricted in Your 
Presence. Your Light prevails upon all things. All things are in fear of You. All 
things run towards You and rely upon You. You are Sublime in Your Glory, 
and You are Splendid in Your Beauty. And You are Mighty in Your Power and 
nothing is hard for You. And You are the Sublime, the Supreme! O’ Forgiver of 
my slippage! O’ Fulfiller of my needs! O’ He who dispels my destitution! O’ 
Guardian of my blessings! Please grant me what I ask You for. There is no God 
but You. I make it to the morning and the evening being faithful to my covenant 
and my promise as much as I can. I take refuge in You from my bad deeds. I 
ask You to forgive my sins which no one but You can forgive. Then please 
forgive me and have Mercy on me by Your Mercy. O’ the Most Compassionate, 
Most Merciful! O’ He who is Imminent in His Sublimity and Sublime in His

than him; sovereignity belongs to Him. All praise is for Him alone, gives life, 
puts to death, (because) He is the Everlasting, Immortal; in His Hand is all 
goodness and He has power over all things. Sovereignty belongs to Him and 
Praise belongs to Him. He gives life and causes to die, and He is the Everlasting 
for Whom there is no death. In His Hand is all goodness and He has power over 
all things. And to Him is our Final Goal. There is no change nor any strength 
except by God the Sublime, the Supreme. O’ my God! Please bestow Your 
Blessings on Muhammad and his Progeny – the Unlettered Prophet (MGB) and 
his Progeny (MGB).”

The prayer for the first night of the month is found in some of the books on 
deeds. I thought that it is best to report it among the deeds for the first night 
since this is the night that is usually spent with acts of worship. You also do not 
know whether you can do it later or not if you do not do it on the first night. 
This following prayer is narrated on the authority of Salman - may God be 
pleased with him.

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prayers on one of the nights of the month of Rajab, and in each unit he recites 
the Opening Chapter once, “Say : O’ ye that reject Faith!”1 and “Say: He is 
Allah, the One and Only”2three times, the Blessed and the Sublime God 
forgives all the sins that he has committed. The Blessed and the Sublime God 
would record the reward of sixty years of worshipping for him for each unit. 
God the Sublime would grant him a palace made of pearls in Paradise for each 
chapter. God the Sublime would record the reward equal to having 
fasted, prayed, performed the Hajj and Umrah pilgrimage, and 
participated in a holy war that year. God the Sublime would record the 
reward of that year with Hajj and Umrah pilgrimages on each day for him. God 
would forgive him before he finishes his prayer. Once he finished 
praying, a caller from beneath the Threshold would call, “O’ Friend of 
God! Restart your deeds as indeed the Sublime God has freed you from the 
Fire.” God the Sublime would record him amongst the ones who prayed during 
the whole year. Should he die, he would be amongst the martyrs. And God the 
Sublime would accept his prayers and fulfill his needs. His Record of Deeds 
shall be given to his right hand and his face shall be bright. God would place 
seven ditches in between him and the Fire.”

On the authority of the Prophet (MGB): “Whoever recites “Say: He is Allah, 
the One and Only”1 one hundred times in each of two units of prayers on the 
nights of the month of Rajab, it would be as if he has fasted one-hundred years 
for the sake of God. God the Sublime would grant him a hundred palaces beside 
one of the Prophets (MGB).”

You should note that all the rewards mentioned in this book for the prayers on the 
nights of the months of Rajab and Sha'ban and the nobility of fasting in these two 
months are all based on your sincerity. One of the conditions for sincerity for 
especial people is that the intention behind doing the deeds should not be only 
attaining the rewards, but to worship the Lord of the lords as the wise people 
should! This is a difficult objective. Another condition of sincerity is not to 
become too proud of our deeds and do not rely on them too much. The fact is that 
if you think about what the Almighty God has done for you even before you were 
created such as the creation of Adam before you worship God, preparation of 
whatever you need to live, etc. then you will realize that your deeds are nothing 
compared to God's Blessings. Moreover, you see that in this book sometimes it is 
said that whoever does such and such act shall recieve the reward of the deeds of 
the Prophets, the Trustees, the martyrs or the angels. What is meant here is that 
once you do this you will recieve a similar reward - not exactly the same reward 
but what would be in acordance with your strength and weakness and your 
spiritual conditions.  Therefore, you should not be expect to get what you do not 
deserve or what you cannot attain. Do not overestimate your deeds at the 
Threshold of God since God's Right is much higher than anyone could honor 
even if he has utmost faith. Moreover, the results of your worship and obedience 
will be for you after you die and they will not be for God.

About the fulfillment of prayers in the month of Rajab 

The following is a summary of a long narration. A man ran across a crippled 
blind man and said, "Why doesn't he ask God the Sublime to bestow him well-
being?" He was told, "Don't you know him? He is the man cursed by Beriq

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Ayaz." They called in Beriq Ayaz and the man asked him to explain the story. 
Beriq Ayaz said, "That story is related to the Era of Ignorance not after the 
coming of Islam." The man said, "O.K. It is best that you explain it." Beriq Ayaz 
said, "There were ten brothers who had one sister. She was my wife. They 
decided to take her away from me by force. I asked them imploring God and for 
the sake of our ties of kinship not to take her away. However, they were 
determined to do so. I waited until the month of Rajab that is one of the sacred 
months. Then I prayed to God and said, 'O' my God! I invoke your curse on them 
like the invocation of one who is seriously distressed! Please destroy them all and 
let only one of them live with his leg broken, blind and crippled and in need of a 
cane!' Thus, they were all destroyed except for this one that you can see."  

We read the following in another narration: "O’ my God! O’ Lord! Please 
destroy them all except for this one."  

The man said, "I swear by God that I had never heard such a strange story!" 
One of the men asked, "Do you want me to tell you a stranger story?" He said, 
"Yes, say it so that everyone hears it." He said, "I am from the only survivor of 
one of the Arab tribes. Therefore, I inherited all of their wealth. Then I searched 
for another tribe called the Mu'mil clan, joined them and stayed with them for a 
very long time. Then they decided to seize my wealth. I asked them by God not 
to take away my wealth, but they were determined to do so. One of the men 
amongst them was called Riah. He told his people that I was their neighbor and 
had taken refuge with them and that they should not seize my wealth. However, 
they did not listen to him and seized my wealth. I put off cursing them until the 
sacred month of Rajab came. Then I said the following to the Threshold of God, 
"O' my God! Please take back my wealth from the the Mu'mil clan and take 
their life away with a harsh event, rocks or large troops except for Riah who did 
not hurt me." Later on, once they were moving in a mountain, large rocks fell 
down and killed them all except for Riah who was saved by God the Sublime." 

We read the following in another narration: "O’ my God! O’ Lord! The Mu'mil 
clan did ....." until the end of the story. "  

The man said, "I swear by God that I had never heard such a strange story!" 

One of the men said, "Do you want me to tell you a stranger story?" He said, 
"Yes, say it so that everyone hears it." He said, "My father and my uncle 
inherited some wealth from their father. After my father died, my uncle took 
some of the wealth that was jointly mine and his. Then his sons decided to take 
my wealth from me. I asked them for the sake of God and our ties of kinship not 
to do so. However, they were determined to take away my wealth. I put off 
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cursing them until the sacred month of Rajab and then I said, "O’ my God! Lord 
of all secure and fearful! He who hears the voice of all who call! Will you not 
debase and destroy the sons of Al-Khana'ee who usurped my rights and were 
not fair? Please gather them and all their friends in one place and destroy them." 
Later on, once when all ten of my cousins were in a well it collpased on them, 
they were all killed and were buried in that well." 

The man said, "I swear by God that I had never heard such a strange story!" All 
the people said, "If God dealt with the people of the Era of Ignorance this way, 
He should also treat the Muslims this way." The man said, "God treated the 
people of the Era of Ignorance this way so as to prevent some of them from 
oppressing others. However, God has set up the Resurrection Day for the 
Muslims. The Resurrection Day is even harsher and more bitter!" 

This is a strange story that has been reported in several forms. This involves 
invoking the curse of God as we read in the following verse, “…Then let us 
earnestly pray, and invoke the curse of Allah on those who lie!”1 There are also 
other narrations on this issue. However, just this much was presented to show 
you the fulfillment of prayers.

Section 10 Deeds for the First Friday of the Month of Rajab 

It is necessary to mention the deeds for the first Friday of this noble month in 
the section on the deeds for the first night of this month. If the first day is a 
Friday, then you can do them on that night. And if the first is not a Friday, then 
you can perform them on the first Friday night of the month. I found this in the 
books on worshipping as narrated on the authority of the Prophet (MGB), and I 
have quoted it from some of the books of our friends – may God have Mercy on 
them – who have all said the following on the authority of the Prophet (MGB): 
“Do not neglect the first Friday night in Rajab as it has  been called "Laylatul 
Raqa'ib"  1 by the angels. That is because before a third of the night passes all 
the angels in the heavens and the earth gather in the Ka’ba around it. God will 
take a kind look at them and tell them, “ O’ my angels! Ask whatever you want 
from me.” The angels will say, “O’ our Lord! We ask that You forgive all those 
who fast in the month of Rajab.” God the Blessed the Sublime responds, “I 
did.” Then God’s Prophet (MGB) said, “Fast on the first Thursday of Rajab. 
When the night comes, say twelve units of prayers in between the evening and 
the night prayer and end each unit with the prayer salutations2. In each unit he 
should recite the Opening Chapter once, “We have indeed revealed this 
(Message) in the Night of Destiny:”3 three times, “Say: He is Allah, the One 
and Only”4 twelve times. Once he has finished his prayer, he should bestow 
blessings upon Muhammad (MGB) seventy times as follows “O’ my God! 
Please bestow Your Blessings on the Unlettered Prophet (MGB) and his 
Progeny.” Then he should prostrate and say the following while in prostration 
seventy times, “Sacred, Holy Lord of the angels and the Spirit.” Then he should 
raise his head and say, “O’ Lord! Forgive, have mercy and overlook that which 
You know well, verily You are Sublime, Mighty.” Then he should go into 
prostration again and say what he said in prostration the first time. Then he may 
ask for what he needs while he is in prostration and it would be fulfilled if God 
the Sublime wills. Then God’s Prophet (MGB) said, “I swear by Him who 
controls me that God would forgive all the sins of anyone who says this prayer

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even if his sins are as much as the foam of the sea, the number of pebbles and as 
heavy as the mountains or as many as the leaves of the trees. He can intercede 
on behalf of seven-hundred members of his progeny who deserve to go to Hell 
on the Resurrection Day. On the first night that he is put in the grave, God 
would send the reward of this prayer in the form of a beautiful person with a 
happy face and eloquent speech that tells him, “O my friend! I give you glad 
tidings that you have been saved from all hardships.” The person would ask, “I 
have not seen anyone more beautiful than you who smells better than you do. 
Who are you?” He would answer, “My friend! I am the reward of the prayers 
you said in your town in such and such a city and such and such a month and 
such and such a year. I have now come to you to reimburse you, be your 
companion and remove your fear until the trumpet is blown and all the people 
raise on the Resurrection Day when I shall be like shade over your head.”

Section 13 On What is Best to Do on the First Night of Rajab 

In this section, we shall present what should be done on the first night of Rajab 

                                                 
1 The first ten days of Zil Hajjih 
2 The ninth and the tenth day of Zil Hajjih 
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after the performance of the important deeds of worship for this night. This is an 
important night that is full of blessings which God has established for the 
people to obey Him by staying up to worship and ask God for prosperity. 
Imagine what you would do if the king of your time calls you in and asks you to 
be next to him at night and ask him for the fulfillment of your needs. How will 
you treat that king while you are in need of him in all your affairs? Thus, you 
should do your best on this night to worship the Almighty God. You should not 
pay any less attention to God than to the king who is only a servant of God. And 
the reverence of the Almighty God and the glory of His Presence and the 
worshipping of the Almighty God who has called you in and offered you His 
Blessings should not be any less than that of the king! You should have mercy 
on yourself and be careful that God does not see you obeying your own wishes 
since in this case you have indeed departed from the protection of this great 
month and you have exposed yourself to condemnation and failure.  
Important points to remember on similar nights on which you may stay up to 
worship God were reported before and there is no more need for explanation. 
However, if you do not have access to those points, you should remember that 
the intention behind staying up to worship God is to have sincerity in all moves, 
actions and wants on these blessed nights. You should act so as to please God 
who is the Greatest King of the Universe in all of your states including standing, 
sitting, eating, drinking, etc. God has not asked you to do what you are not able 
to do. Rather, He is pleased with performing what you would perform in front 
of the kings who are His servants.  

   

And if you fall asleep, your sleeping should be like the sleeping of courteous 
people in front of the Lord of the worlds - whose intention from sleeping is 
to get back their energy to obey God and strive more. Then you 
should entrust your deeds to your supporter and guardian so that he 
may perfect them and intercede on your behalf regarding your needs 
near the Almighty God.

Rajab, is the 
blessed month of God and it is a great month. It is blessed  and none 
of the sacred months are as sacred as it is near God. Even the people 
who lived in the Era of Ignorance honored it. Also when Islam came, 
it added to its honor and nobility. Know that Rajab is the month of 
God, Sha’ban is my month and Ramadhan is the month of my nation.  
Whoever fasts one day in Rajab with true faith would deserve to attain the Great 
God’s Pleasure. Fasting on this day would quench God’s Wrath and close one 
of the gates of Hell to him. If he is given the whole earth filled with gold, it 
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would not be as much as the reward for his fast. His reward cannot equal any of 
the good things in this world if his intentions are sincerely for God. Ten of his 
prayers would be fulfilled at night. If they are for worldly things, they would be 
granted to him. Otherwise, he shall benefit from the supplications that the 
Trustees and God's chosen friends usually pray for.
